SUBJECT:  Disenrollment of Scholarship/Nonscholarship Cadet from ROTC - Cadet _______________

1.  Under the provisions of Army Regulation 145-1, paragraph 3-43 (___) I am initiating your disenrollment from the ROTC program due to (specific reason:  e.g., failure to maintain a minimum GPA; LDAC failure; indifferent attitude as evidenced by frequent absences from military science classes, etc.  I am placing you on leave of absence (or, if appropriate, on administrative suspension of benefits) pending disenrollment.  Supporting documents for disenrollment action, e.g., transcript, counseling statements, etc.) are enclosed.

2.  You may request a hearing by a board of officers or an investigating officer; or you may waive your right to a hearing.  If you fail to respond to this or future notifications during the disenrollment process, proceedings will continue in your absence and without your input.  If you fail to respond or appear at the appropriate times, you may be waiving your right to present matters regarding your indebtedness or your disenrollment.  

3.  You may consult with any reasonably available military officer (who need not be an attorney) or civilian counsel at no expense to the Government to help you decide whether or not to waive a hearing and otherwise to assist you in exercising your options.  If you desire me to designate a non-lawyer military officer for you, you should make your request as soon as possible.

4.  You may submit written statements in your behalf.

5.  You must sign and return this notification within 10 working days.  If you fail to respond within that period of time, proceedings will continue without your input and your rights may be prejudiced as indicated in paragraph 2, above.

6.  If you elect a hearing before a board of officers or an investigating officer, as appropriate, and then fail to appear, such absence will be considered a waiver of your right to personal appearance.  The case will be processed in your absence unless you request a delay and it is granted.

7.  The recommendations of a Battalion Commander/PMS or board of officers or investigating officer are not binding upon the disenrollment approval authority.  If you are a scholarship cadet or non-scholarship contracted cadet, the Army will determine whether to order to you active duty or direct repayment of any scholarship funds you have received.  If you are a simultaneous membership program participant, you will be released to your unit to satisfy your remaining contractual military service obligation; and, if a scholarship cadet, you will be required to repay scholarship benefits expended on your behalf.

8.  You retain the status of cadet until disenrollment and discharge action is complete, and as such, may not enlist in any other military service or component.

9.  If a non-scholarship cadet, you may be called to active duty in fulfillment of your contractual obligation.

10.  If a scholarship cadet, you may be called to active duty or required to repay scholarship benefits in the amount of $_______ in lieu of call to active duty in fulfillment of your contractual obligation.  You may dispute that such a debt is owed; however, if you do so, you must elect appointment of a board or investigating officer and the matter will be considered by an investigating officer or board of officers appointed to investigate the facts of the case and determine the validity of the debt.  The findings of the investigating officer or board of officers will be reported to the Commanding General, U.S. Army Cadet Command for appropriate disposition.  If you are disenrolled and the Commander, U.S. Army Cadet Command, directs you to repay the ROTC scholarship monies, you will be advised that you may appeal the decision to repay, if you have not waived your rights to a board of officers or investigating officer.
