The following information is to assist the PMS and the George C. Marshall ROTC Award Winner in planning the award winner’s attendance at the 2004 George C. Marshall ROTC Award Seminar. CADET COMMAND has arranged for invitational travel orders (ITO) to be issued by Region Headquarters to each award winner.  The ITO will authorize travel and per diem funding covering the seminar expenses of the award winner.  Advance payment of per diem and travel has not been authorized.  

TRAVEL:  AIR TRAVEL Air transportation should be arranged to/from Roanoke, VA which is a 60-minute bus ride from the seminar site in Lexington, VA.  Bus transportation to/from the airport, seminar site and contract hotels will be provided.

Flight arrangements should be made to allow award winners to arrive at the Roanoke VA airport between 1200 and 1800 on Tuesday 13 April 2004.  Airline schedules may not permit strict adherence to these time guidelines so if you encounter difficulty in making travel arrangements for your award winner, please contact your region Transportation Liaison Officer or the Marshall Foundation Administrative Coordinator.  Common sense should always be your guide.

Battalions must submit complete and detailed travel arrangements for award winners through brigade and region for forwarding to Debbie Stump at the Marshall Foundation NLT 12 March 2004.  Promptly report any changes to the award winner’s travel itinerary through brigade and region to Mrs. Stump. 

The Marshall Seminar will conclude NLT noon on Friday 16 April 2004.  In order to allow adequate time for buses to travel to the airport, flights departing from Roanoke should be scheduled after 1400.

TRAVEL BY POV - Award winners are authorized to travel to/from the seminar by POV.  The Marshall Foundation is located in Lexington, VA at the intersection of I 81 and I 64.  Driving in many instances may be more direct and convenient than air transportation.  
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BILLETING:  Award winners will be billeted, two to a room, at the Natural Bridge Hotel, in the Lexington area.  The Government will cover the cost of lodging award winners during the Seminar.

MEALS: All meals will be provided from the evening of 13 April through noon 16 April.

VOUCHERS FOR REIMBURSEMENT: In order to obtain reimbursement for travel and per diem, each award winner must complete a travel voucher (DD Form 1351-2) following his/her return from the Seminar.

TRANSPORTATION DURING SEMINAR: A shuttle bus service will be provided by the Marshall Foundation between the motels and the seminar site and to and from the airport.

UNIFORM:  All cadets will wear Class A or dress uniform to all seminar functions other than registration and the “informal buffet reception” to be held Tuesday, 13 April.  All evening activities at the hotel are informal; please pack accordingly for leisure time. Also remember to pack shoes, uniform tie, belt, cover and appropriate medals and badges.  For more specific uniform guidance please refer to Cadet Command Regulation 670-1.
