(CDT CMD FORM 215-R)

Operator inspections consist of visual and operational inspections to be sure the vehicle is serviceable and safe to drive.  Operator services include minor or simple parts replacement and servicing (coolant, fuel, air, tires, and battery).  In accordance with TM 38-600, paragraph 6-3, drivers must perform a vehicle inspection/service each day the vehicle is operated (see sample GSA Vehicle Condition Report).  Vehicle discrepancies that are discovered should be corrected by the vehicle operator or request repair instructions from your VCO and/or GSA FMC or MCC.
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
