FREE Improved Physical Fitness Uniforms (IPFUs) at DRMO

1.  Reference:  DA message below, REVISED POLICY FOR THE DISPOSAL OF ARMY DISTINCTIVE CLOTHING ITEMS, para B 3 A (2), "IPFUs may be available to SROTC.  Installations will incur no cost for transporting or shipping donated uniforms."

2.  DRMOs are co-located with Clothing initial issue point (CIIP) at the following Installations:

-- Fort Benning, GA (706-545-6079)

-- Fort Gordon, GA (803-751-1874)

-- Fort Knox, KY (502-624-7884)

-- Fort Jackson, SC (803-751-1874)

-- Fort Leonard Wood, MO (573-596-8932)

3.  DRMOs are directed to dispose of IPFUs either by burning, shredding or issue of the items to units as rags.  DRMOs will no longer sell the IPFUs to surplus stores.

4.  Recommendation:  SROTC units contact their Brigades.  Brigades' Logistics personnel contact their local support installation or the above mentioned installations to coordinate the requirements and proper documentation for Free-Issue (i.e. signature card, DA form 1687, assumption of command orders, and DA Form 2765-1 or DA Form 1348-1, etc).

Success story:


Since the goal is to save money, we do not want to be charged for anything we get from DRMO.  If a unit takes something from DRMO, the unit needs to ensure the item they pick up is Condition Code H (Unserviceable).  The IPFUs may be placed in big boxes; and, when the boxes are full, they may be sent off to be destroyed.  Units should contact their DRMO so as not to miss this chance to receive free IPFUs.  DRMO will issue the items in bulk.  Some of the uniforms will be unserviceable; but, most of them are in serviceable condition.  One of our brigades picked up $70,000.00 worth of IPFUs (Jackets, T-shirts, LS, SS and trunks).  The Brigade found, at a maximum, 8 sets that were unserviceable, the rest of the items were in serviceable condition.

1.  THE PURPOSE OF THIS MESSAGE IS TO REVISE ARMY POLICY FOR THE DISPOSAL OF TWO CATEGORIES OF ARMY-DISTINCTIVE CLOTHING ITEMS.  THE FIRST CATEGORY INCLUDES PHYSICAL TRAINING (PT) UNIFORMS, WHICH ARE STANDARD, STOCK-NUMBERED ITEMS.  THE SECOND CATEGORY IS COMPOSED OF NON-STANDARD, NON-STOCK NUMBERED, DISTINCTIVE UNIFORMS SUCH AS THOSE ACQUIRED BY THE U.S. ARMY GOLDEN KNIGHTS PARACHUTE TEAM.  AS OF JUN 01, THERE HAS BEEN AN ARMY-REQUESTED MORATORIUM ON TURNING THESE ITEMS IN TO DEFENSE REUTILIZATION AND MARKETING OFFICES (DRMO’S).  SINCE THAT TIME EXCESS STOCKS OF THESE ITEMS HAVE BEEN ACCUMULATING AT ARMY INSTALLATIONS.

2.  REFERENCE A REQUESTED MACOM COMMENTS ON A DRAFT POLICY DESIGNED TO REDUCE THE LIKELIHOOD OF ARMY-DISTINCTIVE UNIFORMS BEING MADE AVAILABLE THROUGH THE DEFENSE PROPERTY DISPOSAL SYSTEM TO ORGANIZATIONS/INDIVIDUALS THAT MAY DISCREDIT THE U.S. ARMY.  BASED ON THE COMMENTS RECEIVED, THE FOLLOWING POLICY IS ESTABLISHED.

3.  U.S. ARMY PT UNIFORMS:

    A.  SERVICEABLE ITEMS (CONDITION CODE B OR BETTER) THAT ARE EXCESS TO THE ACTIVE ARMY’S NEEDS SHOULD BE DISPOSED OF IN THE FOLLOWING PRIORITIZED SEQUENCE:

    (1)  MAKE IMPROVED PHYSICAL FITNESS UNIFORMS (IPFU’S) AVAILABLE TO THE U.S. ARMY NATIONAL GUARD CENTRAL CLOTHING DISTRIBUTION FACILITY, LEXINGTON-BLUEGRASS ARMY DEPOT.  INSTALLATIONS WILL INCUR NO COST FOR TRANSPORTING OR SHIPPING DONATED UNIFORMS.  NGB POC IS MAJ CHANDLER, (703) 607-7498. 

    (2)  MAKE IPFU’S AND PHYSCIAL TRAINING UNIFORMS (PFU’S) AVAILABLE TO U.S. ARMY RESERVE OFFICER TRAINING CORPS (ROTC) PROGRAMS.  INSTALLATIONS WILL INCUR NO COST FOR TRANSPORTING OR SHIPPING DONATED UNIFORMS.  THESE ITEMS MAY BE DONATED TO A LOCAL ROTC PROGRAM OR REPORTED TO THE U.S. ARMY CADET COMMAND.  THE POINT OF CONTACT AT THE U.S. ARMY CADET COMMAND IS Ms. Mary Bittenbender, DSN 680-4658.
    (3)  ITEMS MAY BE SOLD TO U.S. ARMY SERVICEMEMBERS OR RETIREES THROUGH INSTALLATION RECLAMATION SALES CONDUCTED IAW MODEL INSTALLATION WAIVER REQUEST TR740, EXCEPTION TO POLICY ON DRMO CLOTHING SALES.  PROCEEDS GO TO THE U.S. TREASURY GENERAL ACCOUNT.  
    (4)  TURN IN TO THE SERVICING DEFENSE REUTILIZATION AND MARKETING OFFICE (DRMO) IAW REFERENCE C.  

    (5)  IF REJECTED BY THE DRMO, CUT UP PT UNIFORMS FOR USE AS RAGS.  

    B.  PRIORITIES FOR UNSERVICEABLE ITEMS (LESS THAN CONDITION CODE B):  

    (1)  TURN IN TO THE SERVICING DRMO

    (2)  IF REJECTED BY THE DRMO, CUT UP FOR USE ON THE INSTALLATION AS RAGS

4.  NON-STANDARD, NON-STOCK NUMBERED, DISTINCTIVE UNIFORMS WILL NORMALLY BE USED UNTIL THEY ARE UNSERVICEABLE.  UNSERVICEABLE ITEMS SHOULD BE CUT OR TORN ONCE TO ENSURE THEY ARE NOT WEARABLE, THEN TURNED IN TO THE SERVICING DRMO.
